Opinion

We have audited the consolidated financial statements of Noor Financial Investment Company — KPSC (the
“Parent Company”) and its Subsidiaries (together referred to as the “Group™), which comprise the consolidated
statement of financial position as at 31 December 2025, and the consolidated statement of profit or loss,
consolidated statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income, consolidated statement of changes
in equity and consolidated statement of cash flows for the yeatr then ended, and notes to the consolidated
financial statements, including material accounting policy information.

In our opinion, the accompanying consolidated financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the
consolidated financial position of the Group as at 31 December 2025, and its consolidated financial
performance and its consolidated cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with IFRS Accounting
Standards as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (“IASB”) and as adopted for use in the
State of Kuwait.

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing (ISAs). Our responsibilities
under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Consolidated
Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the Group in accordance with the
International Code of Ethics for Professional Accountants (including International Independence Standards)
issued by the International Ethics Standards Board for Accountants (“IESBA Code”) and the ethical
requirements that are relevant to our audit of the consolidated financial statements in the State of Kuwait. We
have fulfilled our ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and the IESBA Code.

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our
opinion.

Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our audit
of the consolidated financial statements of the current period. These matters were addressed in the context of
our audit of the consolidated financial statements as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and we do
not provide a separate opinion on these matters.

Equity Method of Accounting

The Group has investments in associates which are accounted for using the equity method of accounting and
are significant to the Group’s consolidated financial statements. Under the equity method, the Group’s
investment in associates is initially stated at cost and adjusted thereafter for the post-acquisition changes in the
Group’s share of the net assets of these investments, less any impairment. The complexity of the Group’s
control environment and our ability as the Group’s auditor to obtain an appropriate level of understanding of
these entities including any related party transactions were significant to our audit. Due to these factors and the
significance of the investment in associates to the Group’s consolidated financial statements we consider this
as a key audit matter.

Equity Method of Accounting (continsed)

Our audit procedures included, among others, determining the nature and extent of audit procedures to be
carried out for these investments. During our audit we communicated with the components’ auditors. We also
provided instructions to the components’ auditors covering the significant areas and risks to be addressed
including the identification of related parties and transactions. Furthermore, we evaluated the Group’s
methodology and testing of the key assumptions used by the Group in determining the recoverable amount.
We also assessed the adequacy of the Group’s disclosures in Note 18 to the consolidated financial statements.

Valuation of investment properties

The total carrying value of the investment properties are significant to the Group’s consolidated financial
statements and are carried at fair value. Management determines the fair value of its investment properties on
a periodic basis using external appraisers to support the valuation.

Investment properties are valued using mark to market approach which is based on the latest sale prices of
properties within similar areas for certain investment properties, and income capitalization approach which 1s
based on estimates and assumptions such as rental values, occupancy rates, discount rates, financial stability of
tenants, market knowledge and historical transactions for certain other properties. Further, the disclosures
relating to the assumptions are relevant, given the estimation uncertainty and sensitivity of the valuations. Given
the size and complexity of the valuation of investment properties and the importance of the disclosures relating
to the assumptions used in the valuation, we identified this as a key audit matter. The Group’s disclosures about
its investment properties are included in Notes 19 and 31.4 to the consolidated financial statements.

As part of our audit procedures amongst others, we have evaluated the above assumptions and estimates made
by management and the external appraisers in the valuation and assessed the appropriateness of the data
supporting the fair value. We also assessed management’s consideration of the competence and independence
of the external appraisers. Furthermore, we assessed the appropriateness of the disclosures relating to the
sensitivity of the assumptions.

Other information included in the Group’s 2025 Annual Report

Management is responsible for the other information. The other information comprises Board of Directors’
teport (but does not include the consolidated financial statements and our auditor’s report thereon), which we
obtained ptior to the date of this auditor's report, and the complete Group’s Annual Report which is expected
to be made available to us after that date.

Our opinion on the consolidated financial statements does not cover the other information and we do not
express any form of assurance conclusion thereon.

In connection with our audit of the consolidated financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other
information identified above and, in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially inconsistent
with the consolidated financial statements or our knowledge obtained during the audit or otherwise appears to
be materially misstated. If, based on the wotk we have performed on the other information that we obtained
prior to the date of this auditot’s report, we conclude that there is a material misstatement of this other
information, we are required to report that fact. We have nothing to report in this regard.

When we read the Group’s complete Annual Report, if we conclude that there is a material misstatement
therein, we are required to communicate the matter to those charged with governance.
